States of Matter Vocabulary

1) Matter - anything that takes up space and has mass.

2) Solid - matter with a definite shape and volume.

3) Liquid - matter that has a definite volume but no definite shape.

4) Gas - matter that does not have a definite shape or volume.

5) Plasma - matter that has no definite shape or volume; particles are charged.

6) Mass - the amount of matter in an object. 

7) Weight - a measure of how hard gravity pulls on an object.

8) Volume - the amount of space an object takes up. 
9) Density - how tightly packed the particles are in an object / how heavy or light 
something is for its size.
10) Property- a characteristic.

11) Freezing - the change from a liquid state to a solid state.

12) Melting - the change from a solid state to a liquid state.

13) Condensation - the change from a gas to a liquid.

14) Vaporization - the change from a liquid to a gas.

15) Sublimation - the change from a solid directly to a gas.
16) Deposition – the change from a gas to a solid.
